It’s safe

Naloxone has no side effects and isn't habit-forming.
It can't hurt, even if a person isn’'t on opioids.

It’s simple

You don't need special training to give naloxone.

It’s legal

Washington has a standing order which acts like a
prescription, so anyone can get, carry, and use naloxone.

It’s effective

In Washington, 99% of people who overdosed
and were given naloxone by a friend survived.”
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
